Happy Lunar New Year! 

On January 28th, 2017, the Year of the Rooster. We wish all our families celebrating the Lunar 
New Year a peaceful and prosperous upcoming year began. To get ready for the celebrations, 
many families will clean their houses to sweep away bad fortune, making room for the good and 
prepare many special foods. 

According to the Chinese zodiac, the Rooster is the tenth sign in the zodiac and people born in the 
year of the Rooster are known as honest, hardworking and confident. The Lunar New Year is the 

longest holiday in the Chinese culture, lasting two weeks. During this time, children will receive òlucky moneyó in 
red envelopes ð the red envelopes ward away evil spirits. 

Korean families celebrate the Lunar New Year over 3 days. During this time, everyone returns home to celebrate 
with their families. Children receive òpocket moneyó in deokdams (luck bags) from their parents. Children pay 
respects to their elders and it is considered respectful to visit your elder over the 3 days. Often, Korean people will 
wear a hanbok, a colourful traditional Korean clothing worn only on special occasions. 

Vietnamese culture also welcomes in the Lunar New Year at the same time, over a 3 day period. Similarly, 
respect is paid to elders by visiting their homes. In Vietnamese culture, the person who visits first on the first day is 
considered to determine the luck for the upcoming year so people only enter homes when they are invited! 
Children are given money in red envelopes, to scare off bad spirits. 

In all of these cultures, this time is spent with families and close friends and a time for celebrating all the good 

fortune they have. There are special foods with symbolic meanings tied to family, good fortune and prosperity.
